Whereas Gayatri Singh earned her Master of Library and Information Science
degree from the University of North Carolina, Chapel Hill; and

Libraries (CARL), serving in leadership roles in promoting diversity, equity and
inclusion in the profession through the Diversity in Academic Libraries Interest
Group (DIAL); now, therefore, be it
